Abstract

Wine production is one of the most important agricultural activities in the world. One of the most
important tools of wine sales, marketing and communication in tourism are: wine cellars, wineries,
tasting rooms, as well as wine exhibition halls.

The number of wine cellars in Georgia is increasing. If ten years ago this number was about 100, today it
has almost doubled and is more than 1000, most of them are small type wineries. The demand for wine
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tourism is also constantly increasing, but at the same time wine tourists are becoming more demanding
about the elements of the wine industry and the variety of wineries. Wine tourists are divided into several
types according to their attitude to wine: Casual - they have basic knowledge about wine, they come
across the farm only after seeing an advertisement or on someone's advice, and they buy wine mainly
based on their mood. Those interested - they consider wine farms as part of the tourist route, and they
have more knowledge than the first type of tourists. Wine is bought impulsively or on the advice of
professionals. Enthusiasts are the type of tourists who are passionate about this business. For them,
visiting a wine factory is the main purpose of a visit to the region. They buy rare wines, which cannot be
bought anywhere else, except from a specific farm.

For the development of wine cellars, it is necessary that the strategies are in line with the environmental,
economic and social goals, and the sustainability of the wine tourism activity should be carefully
considered. Therefore, wine tourism in terms of wineries should be an important component of the wine
business strategy planning process.

There is no doubt that the availability of cultural wine cellars will contribute to the development of wine
tourism.

Chiatura is known as a manganese deposit, therefore mines are arranged in Chiatura, and it was with this
concept that the museum-mine was created. This museum presents ore preparation and processing
methods and technologies, stages of development. The visitor will have the opportunity to find himself
in the tunnel with a special train, from where he will move to different spaces and exhibition halls.

When we talk about museums and historical heritage, we must mention the Katsakhi column, which is
a symbol of Chiaturi. A tiny monastery is built on the Katsakh pillar, which is 40 meters high, where the
only recluse monk lives. There is a 131-step staircase, which seems to lead the recluse to heaven. As for
the views, they are truly breathtaking. On the view, we see how the earth joins the sky. The Katsakhi
column complex includes several buildings: the church of the column with a crypt, senaks, a cellar, a
wall, the Svimon Mesvet church at the base of the column, the remains of the wall, a bell tower.

Chiatura is the city of Bagirzeb. Nowhere is the sky more laced with ropes than in Manganium City. The
first passenger cable car was built in Chiatura in 1900, the first passenger cable car was built in 1988. The
three-way passenger cable car built in the city center is unique, connecting the city center with the
terraced side streets. The number of cable cars in the surroundings of Chiaturi is more than two, which
is one of the highest indicators in the world.

As we know, population migration refers to the movement of people outside the borders of this or that
territory, in terms of permanently or temporarily changing the place of residence. Its causes can be both
political and economic, socio-cultural, and others.

Migration processes are particularly relevant today, although its formation as the most important social
event originates from the beginning of the existence of mankind and was carried out continuously.

International migrations are one of the most important and defining features of the era of globalization.
Today, millions of people have to work abroad in order to improve their own and their family members'
socio-economic status. The population of Georgia is not an exception. This problem started in Georgia
from the first years of independence gained in the 90s of the last century, which remains extremely
important and relevant even today.
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Regarding the ongoing migration processes in Georgia, it can be stated that it refers to both domestic
and international migration processes. The general economic and political crisis that developed in
Georgia since the 90s of the last century had a significant impact on the change in the number, quality
and structure of the workforce.

During the transition period, the standard of living in Georgia fell to a critical level, which increased
the number of people leaving Georgia, the largest outflow was recorded in 1992-1994, which was
connected with the political events taking place in the country (civil war, coup d'état, etc.).
Unfortunately, after gaining independence, the population of Georgia is constantly decreasing, both due
to demographic and migration processes

From 1989 to the present, the population has significantly decreased by 1,687,037 people. A large-scale
reduction of the population over the past 25 years, especially in light of the fact that it continues to
decrease even now, may be harmful to the country. As for the modern period, the COVID-19 pandemic
that began in 2020 and the forced restrictions on movement between countries had a significant impact
on international mobility and on the reduction of migration flows. This global situation found its
reflection on the migration processes in Georgia

Unfortunately, in 2016-2019, this process is increasing in the EU member states, especially after
obtaining Schengen visa-free access, compared to 2016, this figure has increased by 25% in 2019.

Finding complete information about the number of people leaving and entering the country in the
modern period and determining the exact figures is a very difficult issue. As a result, official data on
external migration are less reliable.

It is an even more difficult topic to determine the exact number of people who have gone illegally,
because there are many illegal ways that people use, for example, crossing Mexico to the United States
of America. Due to economic difficulties, families with minor children have to go through this difficult
and dangerous path, the outcome of which cannot be determined.

Since 2014, Georgia (along with Ukraine and Moldova) has been an associate member of the European
Union, and in 2016, Georgia signed an agreement with the European Union on visa-free regime for 3
months a year.

According to this document, Georgia must fulfill a number of commitments to the European Union,
which require the government to adapt the political-legal legislation of Georgia to the international and
EU legislation.

Despite Georgia's more or less successful fulfillment of some obligations, illegal migration continues,
which requires the development of new standards against it and the refinement and tightening of the
management mechanism.

Despite the problems listed by us, it should be noted that the Georgian government is gradually paying
more attention to the ongoing migration processes in the country. This is evidenced by the fact that
various necessary legal frameworks regulating migration were developed, which became disorderly and
very faulty in Georgia after gaining independence. A governmental organization for migration issues
was also established, which implements a number of local and international projects. This organization
works on reintegration issues, migration strategy, reduction of statelessness, migration data analytical
system, migration risk analysis, migration development trends, integration of foreigners in the country
and others.

The
Eastern Partnership, which was created in 2009 after the Prague summit, resembles a ,backup protocol®;
for the EU's Black Sea policy, as five of the six partnership states are countries in the Black Sea region.
Although common projects related to the Black Sea are implemented only through flagship initiatives
or thematic platforms, the Eastern Partnership really increases the EU’s representation and influence in
the Black Sea region. The Eastern Partnership creates a framework for bilateral and regional relations
with Eastern European states of a higher level and ambition than any previous initiative. This format
includes biennial summits, annual ministerial meetings, thematic platforms for multilateral cooperation,
offers bilateral association agreements (with all the tools to conduct deep political dialogue), deep and
comprehensive free trade agreements, increased mobility and cooperation between citizens,
participation in EU programs and agencies and Close cooperation in practically all sectoral directions.
All of the above especially hinders the Russian Federation, which is fighting to maintain hegemony in
the Black Sea region. The main interest of the Russian Federation is the national security factor, energy
resources and transit roads.

As you know, the Russian Federation
is the legal successor of the Soviet Union, therefore it should not be surprising that the desire for regional
hegemony of Tsarist Russia was replaced by the desire for global hegemony during the Soviet Empire,
that is why the dissolution of the Soviet Union was perceived by the Russian political elite as a
geopolitical catastrophe. Judging by all of the above, it becomes clear that the main national interest of
Russia today is the restoration of the old glory and the return of the prestige of the superpower. A
country can be considered a superpower if its influence extends beyond its own borders and includes
neighboring countries. For Russia, such countries are former Soviet countries. The countries of the Baltic
region are already lost to him, because the regional upheavals were able to turn the great geopolitical
changes of the 90s into opportunities, which ultimately ended with their joining the Euro-Atlantic
space. That&#39;s why special attention is paid to the countries of ENP region, despite of the fact that
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the Eastern partnership connection cannot be considered as a strategy for joining the European Union
or NATO, the Russian Federation perceives such a partnership as a great threat. That&#39;s why its
aggressive manifestations with hard power policy towards the countries of the region, except for Belarus,
which always appears as the citadel of the federation in the international arena, are not surprising. As
the current events have shown us, Moscow does not adapt to the right of sovereign states to be a part of
the organizational union, its intervention in Ukraine is a post-factum of the fact that the Russian
Federation is trying to circumvent international legal norms and rudely interfere in the sovereign choice
of the countries in its so-called sphere of influence. The current situation is a clear threat to such a
vulnerable region as the South Caucasus region, where there is still a danger of inciting ethno-conflicts.
Two frozen conflicts (Abkhazian-Georgian; Ossetian-Georgian) and one in an active phase (the
Nagorno-Karabakh conflict) in the same regional space are one of Moscow's powerful techniques,
because with this method it tries to maintain constant turmoil in the region and increase its role. With
mediation moves, which actually serve to inflame conflicts more than their escalation/prevention.
Accordingly, it is necessary to discuss modernized mechanisms that will bring results in the settlement
of regional conflicts and challenges, for this we suggest strengthening youth and public diplomacy, the
involvement of young people in the introduction of peace techniques.

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The Crimean War and the diplomatic influence of European states on the
Ottoman Empire

The Crimean War is also called the War of the East in another way, because it happened to solve the
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issue of the East. In order to solve the ""eastern issue"" in favor of Russia, Nicholas I starts a war against
the Ottomans. Important in this regard is the diplomatic relationship with the English ambassador in
St. Petersburg, Lord Seymour, to whom Nicholas told: ""The sick man (Ottoman) will die soon and we

need to take care of the distribution of his inheritance."" On June 21, 1853, Russian armies crossed the
Prut River and entered Moldavia. There was hope to resolve the conflict, based on this, a conference
was convened in Vienna, where a large diplomatic corps participated, namely: the diplomatic
representation of Austria, France, England and Prussia. Russia agreed to accept the ""Vienna Note"", the
purpose of which was to resolve the Russian-Ottoman conflict, however, the Ottomans rejected it, and
on October 1, the Ottomans officially declared war on Russia. European states also had their interests in
this struggle. Moreover, they were worried about Russia's victory in the Russo-Ottoman Wars of 1806-
1812 and 1828-1829, and because of this, England and France developed a project according to which
Russia should have lost: Finland, Poland, Lithuania, Belarus, the Caucasus and the Crimea. The Anglo-
French military command planned military operations in the Balkans and the Crimean peninsula. On
June 15, the kingdom of Sardinia joined the allies. At the end of 1856, as a result of fierce battles,
hostilities stopped, and then a temporary truce was concluded. On February 25, 1856, the Congress of
Paris opened, and on March 25, the Treaty of Paris was signed. By virtue of the treaty, the Black Sea
was declared a neutral and demilitarized zone. It was open to merchant ships of all countries. Russia had
to return Kars to the Ottomans, as well as other territories occupied during the war. Although it seemed
that Ottomans were among the victorious states thanks to the diplomacy of European states and Sultan
Abdul Mejit was given the honorary title of ""Ghazi"" (victorious), the empire suffered quite severe
consequences. The material losses were so great that in 1854-1855, Ottomans were forced to take the
first cabal loans from English and French bankers. It was from this time that the financial control of the
Ottoman Empire began.

General Mustafa Kemal Pasha, who headed the Anatolian national liberation struggle, administered
Ankara while the Sultan resided in Istanbul. His supporters were referred to as Kemalists. Georgia was
the subject of much interest from Kemal's administration. This initiative was a significant event as the
expected threat from the Ottoman side was relatively neutralized.

After Georgia was Sovietized by Soviet Russia in 1920, the country was even more in danger. In this
situation, the attitude of the Kemalists was important, since at that time the common interests of the
Kemalists and the government of Soviet Russia intersected. The Entente states represented the common
enemy of both.

The Georgian authority made an effort to build beneficial relationships with the Turkish government,
knowing full well what Russia's true objectives were. Bekir Sami Bey, the Ankara government's minister
of foreign affairs, travelled to Tbilisi in December 1920. The decision was made for Georgia to establish
an embassy in Ankara. Georgia's plenipotentiary representative in Ankara has been appointed as
Secretary Svimon Mdivani. The Georgian ambassador arrived in Ankara on January 31, 1921. A formal
meeting with Mustafa Kemal-Pasha was arranged. The Democratic Republic of Georgia was formally
recognised and diplomatic relations were established by the Ankara government on February 8, 1921.

Our research aims to examine the relationship between Georgia and the Ankara Kemalist government
in 1920-1921, with a focus on analysing the meetings that occurred during that time. We will also talk
about the political leaders of the Democratic Republic of Georgia's perspective on the matter.

greens(Bundnis’90/Die Grunen).a party created in 1993by the merger of the ecological Green Party and
the East German alliance 90,and a left-wing party. formerly the party of democratic socialism (partei
des demokratischen Sozialismus,PDS)the successor to the socialist unity party of Germany (SED),which
later joined left-wing groups in west Germany .outside political parties such as the republicans(Die
Republikaner),the German people’s union (Deutsche volksunion,DVU)and the pirate party of Germany
(piratenpartei Deutschland) achieved some success at the local and state level,but did not win
representation.
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At the beginning of 2010,an new player appeared in germany,alternative for Germany,a redical right-
wing force,which immediately entered the above-mentioned parties in the hierarchy,and for 10 years
now,their rating has been equal to 10-15% and they have guaranteed mandates in each election,at
national level.the 5percent threshold for election has proven to be a highly effective tool for excluding
radical parties of any stripe and preventing the formation of splinter parties.however,the proportional
element of the electoral system led to the formation of coalition governments.

Disagreement within the major parties involve wings and factions of each respective party.with the
results of 2022 three parties formed a coalition the social Democratic Party,the greens and the free
democrats.

The text is built on the basis of modern studies published in famous American publications,
such as ,,Journal of Affective orders“ (2020). It is a unique therapeutic approach that helps people cope
with adjustment disorders. According to the research, during the therapeutic process, reconsolidation
therapy was used with patients under the influence of propanol. It is worth noting the pharmacological
indications of propanol, it is one of the most commonly used beta blockers, which can block the
enhancement of emotional memory. A total of 61 participants in the ITT sample were included in the
study, 55 returned to the first treatment session after the waiting time and 48 completed the 5th session,
I mean five 25-minute sessions of reconsolidation therapy. Participants reported their results on the IES-
R questionnaire, which ultimately showed improvement in symptoms over a 4-month period, with
participants who completed all 5 sessions reporting memories of romantic infidelity with significantly
less intensity than before.

In addition to the research given above, a study published by ,National Geographic®, proposed by Merel
Kindt, is discussed. He also uses propanol as a beta blocker and conducts research on how it can alleviate
feelings of fear. During the research, he uses behavioral learning mechanisms and also tests the intensity
of the expression of fear without propanol and then under the influence of the drug, we have good
results even if the fear is eliminated, the drug did not erase the memories of the tested persons, as much
as it calmed them down emotionally.

Achieving gender
equality is one of the strongest guarantees for the prevention of gender violence, achieving real equality
and eliminating all forms of discrimination (UNFPA, 2023).

Women are more often victims of gender discrimination (National Statistics Office of Georgia 2015-
2020). Gender violence is defined as a violation of human rights by gender. Violence against women
and domestic violence is also a marker of gender-based violence and important recommendations on
the prevention and suppression of this issue are given by the Council of Europe Convention:

0 Strengthening of the National Institute of Human Rights Protection, in the framework of the national
monitoring of human rights protection;

The
study, under Georgia's Law on Narcotic and Psychotropic Substances, Precursors, and Narcological
Assistance, addresses questions related to the distribution of narcotic substances, psychotropic

substances, and precursors, as well as narcological support. The prevalence of psychotropic medications
shows notable differences concerning gender and age groups in the use of these substances for mental
health. The highest prevalence is observed in the lower Kartli region, while in Racha-Lechkhumi, the
acquisition of psychotropic medications is not documented. New psychoactive substances (NPS),
ecstasy/MDMA, lysergic acid diethylamide (LSD), amphetamines/methamphetamines, anabolic
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steroids, methadone, and opioids are among the substances commonly used in Georgia. There is an
opioid substitution therapy available, distributed across regions in Georgia (based on 2020 data).

Georgian legislation defines the possibility of issuing a notary act in the form of a public and private act,
on the basis of which the instruction ""On the procedure for performing notarial actions"" defines: the
professional activities of the notary, the notarial actions to be performed, the imposition of responsibility
for already performed actions and other distinguishing issues. In Article 15 of the Instruction, the
regulation of public and private notarial acts was implemented in 2010, although opinions were

expressed regarding the expediency when the Law of Georgia ""On Notary"" does not recognize the issue
of dividing a notarial act into a public and private act. Accordingly, the specific classification of the form
of the notarial deed may become a restrictive, conditional condition subject to the financial control of
the notary, outside of which the actions discovered will be subject to the existing classification of the
forms of the notarial deed. Therefore, based on the comparison of the distinguishing features of public
and private notarial acts and the study of the issues found beyond the division category, opinions
regarding the existing form of division are evaluated. Specifically, on the basis of comparative legal

analysis of land registration reform, power of attorney, contract notarization and notary mediation.

Jurisprudence is an academic subject
which, like other subjects, is characterized by a close relationship between theory and practice. The
latter includes social subsystems and tries to find an answer to the question: ""Is it fair or unfair?"". It is
tasked with creating such an order of values in which the law will not be unfair to people. The current
issue is whether jurisprudence is a science or not. When talking about this topic, first of all, it should be
said that science answers the question: ""Is it false or true?"", and when proving the scientific nature of
jurisprudence, a person will have to find an answer to this question, otherwise he will not be able to
prove its existence. For the sake of comparison, physics, developed or largely developed, has been around
since time immemorial. A lot of research was being done, which was causing changes and its evolution,
but not an absolute transformation. The reason is one thing, it is an exact science, there is no division of
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it according to countries, and in the case of law, no matter how many countries there are, there are as
many variations of it. This situation further intensifies the questions and emphasis on the scientific
nature of law. Based on the above, such types of research as: comparative, analytical, empirical are used
to form an adequate reasoning. Also, the historical past of the law, common dogmas, which confirm the
scientific nature of the law, are investigated. To dispel the stigmas that have formed in the academic
community, researching this issue is a kind of obligation of a person interested in law to prove why law
is or is not a science. The research object has never lost its relevance, over the centuries - starting with
Aristotle (IV century) and continuing with Niklas Luhmann (XX century), the issue of scientificity of
law caused constant chaos, disappointment of the parties and sharp differences of opinion. The topic of
conversation is precisely this and other related controversial issues, to which the legal community is
still looking for an answer. The academic spectrum will determine whether or not legal representatives
are restricted from holding office by depriving them of the title of "

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The problem of compensation for moral damages for violation of personal non-
property rights

Abstract

Personal non-property rights are referred to as personal rights because of their solid and continuous
connection with a person (for example, the right to dignity). Due to the need to protect personal rights
at a high level, Georgian legislation protects them with various effective levers, but this time I will stop
at the issue of compensation for moral damages. Why is the issue problematic? First of all, because we
do not have a legal definition of moral damage, in these conditions we can be guided by the practice
established in European states, where non-material damage is considered the opposite of material
damage, although it is more relevant to equate non-material damage with mental suffering. Secondly, it
is a problem to determine the amount of compensation for spiritual suffering, since it is impossible to
express the negative emotions experienced by a person in a material form. That is why we cannot
attribute non-material damage to the restitution function, because you cannot restore the original state
through compensation. The main thing here is moral satisfaction, the compensation has a symbolic
character, in particular, a person who experienced spiritual suffering and lost the desire to enjoy life is
given a certain compensation to compensate for this suffering. Instead, bypassing the restitution
function, we can talk about the repressive, preventive, satisfying functions of moral damages. I will focus
on satisfactory because satisfaction has the function of moral compensation in the violation of the
general personal right. It is a difficult task, on the one hand, for the claimant to bear the burden of proof,
and on the other hand, to determine the amount of compensation for the offender, because 413 I of the
Civil Code of Georgia establishes the standards of justice and reasonableness. Also, a number of
acceptable details are taken into account, for example, the status of the person, the scope of the
obligation to bear, spiritual Determining the degree of suffering, means of encroachment, etc.
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In the end, it can be safely said that compensation for moral damages is problematic due to its
multifaceted nature - the burden of proof, the scope of the obligation to bear, determining the quality
of spiritual suffering, etc. The issue is problematic as well as urgent, because the protection of basic
human rights and freedoms is priority for the modern state.

While preparing for this conference, the main goal of ours, as authors, was to talk about the subject
which would be common and interesting for most of the people. After lengthy consideration, we have
both acknowledged, that the subject, which would give full contentment to our demands is - Law of
Neighboring Tenements.

Article 19, of the constitution of Georgia clearly states, that the right to own and inherit property is
recognized and guaranteed. According to the civil law of Georgia, an owner may, within the limits of
legal or other, namely contractual restraints, freely possess and use any property (thing), exclude others
from using the property, and administer it, unless doing so would violate the rights of neighbors or other
third persons or unless such act constitutes abuse of rights.

The right of ownership is followed by the logical consequences, such as, creation of new obligations,
and people who acquire such obligations are neighbors or, in other words, any landowner, occupier or
tenant of any property or land directly adjoining or adjacent to the Property, which may have an impact
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on the property, an owner or a person related to him/her. Part of law, which regulates the relations
between those subjects is called the law of neighboring tenements.

In this paper, we will talk about the rights and obligations of the neighbors, for additional reference, we
will utilize the applicable court cases, address the main problems and propose relevant solutions.

In modern legal systems where human rights play a considerable role, the matter of non-property rights
and its protection law mechanisms as well as monetary compensation imposed for the breach of personal
non-property rights, tend to be more and more relevant day by day. Thus, in order to provide an
adequate and relevant means for regulating these relations for the subjects of civil turnover, the
mentioned mechanism is vital, both from the point of view of legislative and judicial practice.

The purpose of the research is:

1.  To determine the essence and the importance of moral damage for the sector of private law.

2. Toprovide an analysis on the problematic aspects of imposing compensations arising both in the
doctrinal and judicial practice.

3.  To consider if the civil code of Georgia provides appropriate mechanisms to protect individual
non-property rights.

4. And at last, to provide the legal regulations of compensating moral damage for injuring person’s
health and life as well as individual non-property rights.

In this academic research, there will be discussed such key points: the concept of non-pecuniary damage
and its subjects, the historical development of doctrines about it, and the current legislative regulation
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according to both Georgian and Anglo-American legal system. In order to effectively determine the
essence and the scope of compensation for moral (non-material) damages, historical method, descriptive,
evolutionary, evaluative and comparative methods will be used in the research. Also, there will be
compared two different legal systems, which is the key to indicate the trends and perspectives of the
development of Georgia’s justice system, additionally, it is the way to detect problematic aspects of
Georgian normative system and to show us the adequate measures to solve them.

The Identity of the Contracting Party and Their Personal Characteristics as the
Principal Basis for Making the Transaction (Analysis of the Court Practice)

One of the important results of the development of legislation is the private autonomy of the parties,
which is the foundation of private law, and it implies the freedom of the parties to express their will. In
the 19th century, the doctrines related to the theory of will belong to the German jurist and historian
Friedrich Carl von Savin.

A manifestation of will is a legal means to express an action, the purpose of which is to create, change,
or terminate a defined legal relationship. One of the results of the manifestation of will by a person is a
transaction, which is often used in the fields of civil law. It is necessary to reveal the will in the
transaction in such a way that it leads to legal consequences. The topic of the paper is related to voidable
transactions, the most common of which are deals entered into by mistake, deception, or coercion. In
this work, mistaken transactions, and more specifically, one of the types of it — problematic issues related
to a mistake with respect to the identity of a contracting party, will be discussed.

According to Article 72 of the Civil Code of Georgia, a transaction may become voidable if the will is
expressed on the basis of a substantial mistake. One of its forms is a mistake with respect to the identity
of a contracting party. Although this issue is regulated by the Civil Code, there are many controversial
issues related to it, which will be discussed in the paper. The Civil Code of Georgia does not specify who
is meant by the person of the contracting party, which actually raises doubts and many questions. Does
the legislator mean only individuals or legal entities? How much implies a representative as well, etc.

In the paper, the Georgian and foreign judicial practice related to the disputed issues of consideration
and the views already expressed in the literature will be analyzed, since in this case the norm that
regulates the discussed issue (Article 74) is vague due to its content. The reason for this is that it does
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not specify who the legislator means or does not mean in the contracting party in each specific case.
Based on the given situation and differences of opinion, the paper will use both national and foreign
practice, which will strengthen the authorial opinions and allow for interesting conclusions and express
modest recommendations.

Abstract

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The right to life of fetus

Abstract

Basic human rights are an important part of the legal system. Each right is indispensable in the process
of self-realization based on their needs. Therefore, selecting any of them due to its importance, force
would be wrong. Nevertheless, certain rights create opportunities for better use of other rights. For
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example, the right to life, without which the enjoyment of other goods would be impossible, and the
physical, natural existence of people - unprotected. The protection of the right to life, of course, is
carried out both by international acts and by the constitution of each democratic state. However, it is
still disputed whether this right also applies to embryos. This issue is complex and interesting from a
modern medical point of view, the results of observation of pregnant women. The attitude of the society
should also be taken into account: the law has a claim to act in reality, it does not matter what is written
in the law, if it has no application in real life. In order for the legal status of the fetus to be properly
regulated and to adopt norms that will have the support of the people and actually work, it is necessary
to take into account people's opinions, ideas and public values. The society has not yet agreed on
whether life begins at birth or from the moment of conception and, therefore, when does a person
become a subject of the right to life. This topic is closely related to abortion, and it is this situation that
makes the issue of abortion problematic. As statistics show, cases of abortion are quite common.
According to the World Health Organization (WHO), 6 out of every 10 unwanted pregnancies end in
induced (artificial) abortion. Among other factors, this is caused by the fact that a certain part of the
society perceives the fetus as a useless part of the body and not as a spiritual being. The issue of legal
protection of the fetus is also problematic because there is a conflict of rights: on one side is the unborn
person who should have the right to life, and on the other side is the woman in whose body the fetus is
developing and who has a life of her own. Thus, a complete ban on abortion is not a solution. However,
the insecurity of the life of the fetus is not justified either, it would be an obstacle to the birth of a

person. Proportion should also be considered for the fetus, because it is a future person, a ""goal"" and

not a means of achieving the goal. To solve this issue, it is necessary to take appropriate measures and
introduce regulations in various areas of law.

The third book holds one of the most important places in The Civil Code of Georgia, because the
obligation law and relevant legal norms are regulated in it. From the obligational law, the penalty for
breach of contract is quite significant, because it is predetermined by the parties to the contract, because
it is a kind of leverage, so that the obligation is fulfilled in good faith, properly, at the appointed time
and place.

When talking about a penalty for breach of contract, it is important to know its meaning, function,
inadmissibility of receiving benefits with it. Likewise, we should know that a party may not be enriched
by receiving the amount of the penalty for breach of contract unfairly and unjustifiably and what should
be done in order to avoid it.

»1Lhe right to property is an inalienable and supreme human value, a universally recognized basic right,
a cornerstone of a democratic society, a social and legal state. Property is the essential basis of human
existence” - this is how the body on guard of the Constitution - the Constitutional Court - characterizes
the right to property.

Acquisition and loss of ownership rights to material and immaterial property is an integral part of human
life. Having ownership rights to various properties is usually a human aspiration in life, and the
acquisition of property is even the basis of increasing existential satisfaction in people of a materialistic
nature, regardless of how much he actually needs and uses the acquired property. Even in the modern
world, the struggle for property often results in human losses. Therefore, such a great importance of
property rights requires proper legal protection.

There are frequent cases when the object of ownership is alienated without the will of the owner, in a
criminal way, and it is more frequent when the third party who acquires the alienated object is not
informed about this and appears to be a bona fide purchaser. Civil Code of Georgia regulates such cases
differently depending on the
